Stan Private Space is a secured personal space for you to conduct data exploration and analysis on
your organisation data, at no cost. This reduces or removes the need for your organisation to invest
in Business Intelligence tools.

2. Who will be granted access to Stan Private Space?

Local tourism organisations who are STB’s data partners, or that participate in selected STB’s data
capability upskilling initiatives, such as the Data Transformation Programme (DTP) and Data Analytics
SHift (DASH) Programme, will be granted access to Stan Private Space during the programme
duration. Continued access to Stan Private Space is subjected to STB’s review.
